VERSE 4

Stand up, stand up for Jesus:  The strife will not be long.

This day, the noise of battle, The next the victor's song!

To **him who overcometh, a crown of life shall be.

He, with the King of Glory shall reign eternally.

ORIGINAL VERSE 5 — Not in most hymnals (after '‘Be Never Wanting there.’)
Stand up stand up for Jesus,  Each soldier to his post.

Close up the broken column And shout through all the host.

Make good the loss so heavy, In those that still remain,

And prove to all around you That death itself is gain.

NOTE by DianaDee: Modern versions change verse 4 to avoid “gender”, to “those who
vanquish evil”— which is WRONG in God's Word: It is the LORD only who can
vanquish evil.
