It is astounding!    God, the Creator of the universe, actually INVITES us to come talk with 
Him!

Nice to talk to You, God -- that's all my prayer. 
So guess  I'll say   Amen. “    END QUOTE. 

Job 41:10 NIV, re the leviathan monster:  “Can you put a cord through his nose or
pierce his jaw  with a hook? ... No one is fierce enough to rouse him. Who then is
able to stand against Me?” 

   Even with other people,  if there is a silence, we tend to try to fill it by
speaking.    So,    it is UNDERSTAND-able to forget that prayer goes TWO  ways
-----   also LISTENING for  God’s voice.  God tells us through Psalm 46:10,   “Be
STILL and know that I am God.”      In  John 5 and 8, Jesus spoke of  HONORING
God.    

  Our great God is NOT some creature to be TAMED, as  His words
tell us in JOB Chapter 41.   God is NOT a fairy godmother, granting wishes that
WE call “prayers.”
